When we have an increase in demand for services, same or less dollars coming in, more certified counselors coming on board: What is the strategy? We cannot fund with existing appropriations and revenue stream the increase in demand for services, increase in counselors and regions served.

Nebraska Council on Compulsive Gambling (NCCG) - approve current contract as now drafted to increase online training offered by Bellevue University up to ten per presentation, 19 weeks at a time, capped at $60,000. NCCG - to approve and award contract of $45,000 to develop four-year online training program package, at no cost to participants, through Bellevue University for education and outreach for six programs of problem gambling that could be used for CEUs for clergy, religious organizations and criminal justice as well as four online CEU programs imposed on providers through 2019. Marketing and distribution of programs are available to providers. Holt motion to approve, Anselmo second - AYE: Hoffman, Holt, Canada, Bruder, Anselmo, Scoville - APPROVED

Agenda #4: Ad Dollars from Lottery budget, RFP, new outreach contract

Creating Family Choices: to approve and award a contract of $46,178 for statewide education and outreach in underserved regions to target market and promote GAP program and services, develop summary and build database of contacts, verify efficacy of pilot, and link identified need to local providers. Carried over to April meeting.

Ad dollars from Lottery: $340,000 from lottery dollars required for education and outreach. There is financial uncertainty for GAP related to the interrelationship between outreach requirements and state aid for direct services to individuals because outreach and education dollars comprise the appropriations for GAP to be spent for therapy only in statutory language.
